Topic: ` Connecting for peace'

Context and justification 
“To grow rich by our differences to converge towards the universal one such is the guiding principle of the Syle program Congo 2009” 
The Syle is a program of the network SERVAS INTERNATIONAL which offers social activities, cultural, tourist for one month complementary to the basic program of the training of one foreign language abroad. The program provides residences and meals to the participants in addition to the above mentioned activities. Servas Congo Brazzaville, connects Congolese network of Servas, proposes organized in our country the Youth Languages Experience (Syle) program of Congo 2009. 
Congo a mosaic country of the cultures whose faunal exuberance is call with the voyage and the escape, with populations of 3.899, 336 in 2001 Congo is constituted into majority of 4 ethnos groups 40% of Kongo in the south of the country, 20% of Mbochis, 15% of Téké in the North of the Country and 17% in the Center mainly made up of the young people between 15 and 30 years. More than one decade ago, the recent history of Congo shows us that the dissensions between the ethnos groups are often provocative conflicts which were used as bases various sporadic wars like those known in 1993 and 1997 causing several deaths and destruction and applying a brake at the development of Congo but also at its integration at the globalization. 
Since 2003 a relative stability is acquired with the favour of found peace and the efforts were made by the government to regild the image of our country, the idea is now to employ Servas Congo Brazzaville Like platform to develop exchanges between young people of Congo Brazzaville and young people of the world, supported by the training of one of the spoken languages in Congo in the department from where she is spoken once each year for supports the consolidation of peace and the national unit and to open the Congolese young people in the world by the international integration which “Servas Youth Languages Experiences (Syle) program Congo offers ”. 
Main aim 
Servas Youth Languages Experience programs Congo 2009 (Syle), has like main aim to develop the exchanges between the young people of Congo and the World and to support the knowledge of the cultures of the country in order to consolidate peace interior and promotion of the Congolese culture by the international integration of Congo. 
Specific objectives 
The Syle programs Congo 2009 aims on the national plan to: 
• To help with the development of a national conscience by the promotion of all the cultural groups and linguistics which Congo constitutes; 
• To support the contact, the dialogue, the share, the knowledge and the acceptance of other; 
• To make voluntarily take part the young people in the humane activities out of their departments or districts of membership. 

On the participation International in: 
• To create a framework of exchange and planetary integration citizen 
• To promote the Congolese culture for the appointment of giving and receiving 
Group targeted 
The Syle program Congo 2009 will be opened with all the young Congolese’s of all the linguistic and cultural horizons and all the young people of the world in age die 16 to 30 years. 
Participation 
The participation is considered at 500 young people, from Congo and all over the world. The Inscriptions will be made soon on Internet in the site www.servascongobrazzaville.asso.st  and www.servas.org 
The participation is opened to the young people of old between 16 and 30 Years, member of Servas, the organizations nongovernmental, organizations religious or friendly, member of the civil society, students, and the young workers. 
Types of activity organized 
The Syle programs Congo 2009 will organize 3 types of activity principal: 
• Training of the Mbochi language; 
• Social activities and tourist; 
• The voluntary participation in work of Community aid. 
Organization 
Syle program Congo 2009, will be organized in various programs bellow: 

• A session of the courses of the Mbochi language which will be organized in the enclosure of the Technical school of OYO. 
(Mbochi is spoken in North about Congo in the department about the central basin). 
• A programme of direct contact with the autochthones of the town of OYO, which will relate to guided visits, ballades in small groups and participations in the life within the various families resident with OYO. 
• A social program and tourist which will be devoted to the activities of training of the dances, traditional songs, sports Mbochis, visits of the Symboliques sites of OYO: “Presidential palaces, presidential Villages that comprise the district, Excursion in the River, visits of the public buildings of OYO, visits palm plantations, fishing in the Alima river and camp-site in the forest”. 
• The organization of the conferences, debates, workshops and exposures to the turn of the main theme `Connecting for Peace' 
• The entertaining organization of the activities: “festival of the closing ceremony, celebration of the Birthdays of the participants born days during the Programs, Concerts, spectacles cultural, visits of the administrative authorities politico of the town of OYO and the executives and leaders of Mbochis opinions”. 

• A voluntary program which will relate to the Community participation of the Participants in work of interests in the town of OYO (Hands work of principal fitted city, Curage of the gutters, cleansing of the public schools and health centres, Plantings of fruit trees, information campaign for the populations of OYO of the fight against paludism and the AIDS, distribution of the mosquito nets to impregnate in some public health centres and condoms). 
Program 
The Syle programs Congo 2009 will be held from November 30 to December 30, 2009.The main program will proceed with the Boarding school of the technical school of OYO or will be to place all the participants. A detailed document of the course of the activities will be available in the days which come and will be communicates to the participants once registered in the program.
