In my 3-year-office as Servas International Host List Coordinator:

 

I had many contacts through email,skype and telephone with many National Secretaries and Host List Coordinators that helped me understand the needs of different countries and I also received very useful suggestions from them.

 

Every year between November and December I checked the situation of the host list of each country in order to update the yearly Host List Request Form.

In the month of December 2006,2007,2008 I sent out the Host List Request Form 2007, 2008,2009 to the member countries asking them to fill in the form and indicate the number of copies of printed lists they required from the other Servas countries.

Several reminders were sent out before I received back the HLRFs filled in. 

So I put all the data arrived on the website ( at www.servas.org/hlrf/_main.php) and sent the requests received for each country to the country NS and HLC.

 

There are several host lists as not all the countries have upgraded their list every year.

 

The work for the Host List Quality is still in progress and needs to be completed .

The cooperation of all the countries is essential in verifying the validity of the data in their lists.

 

On the website it is possible to find all the Servas contacts in the world.

Servas has to decide how and when to go all on the web if we want not only to keep but especially to attract  young people, who are Servas hope for the future.This doesn’t mean to renounce to printed host lists but it would certainly contribute to spread Servas and its values throughout the world as we all wish.

 

In 2007 (April-May) I participated to the Exco face-to-face meeting in Bangalore (India) where we worked intensily on preparing the budgets and identifying objectives, strategies and actions for peace and intercultural understanding .

This meeting contributed to make of all of us Exco members a real team, working together for a stronger and wider Servas in the world.

I represented Exco at the ServasYouth meetings in july 2007 at Dalesbridge,Britain and in july 2008 in Istanbym,Turkey.

Both meetings were splendid and enlightening, they offered the opportunity to talk about Youth, Peace and the future of Servas, to meet old Servas and make new ones spreading our contacts throughout the world. ( I paid for my flights and stay at the events).

 

In september 2007 I represented Exco at Servas Germany National Assembly where I was invited. It was really fruitful to talk to members from various parts of Germany exchanging ideas,points of view and experiences. ( I paid my own way to the meeting).
