How to Make a Servas T-Shirt  (Michael Johnson)

1. Purchase 

· A plain t-shirt in any one colour.

· A  package of "iron-on transfer paper" available at places like Staples, or Offi-Shop

2. Print your selected Servas logo onto the paper with a standard ink jet printer.  Remember to include: www.servas.org  in your logo.

3. Apply logo by  ironing on to the shirt, using a LOT of pressure.  (Be sure to put paper or towel into shirt to avoid print-through.)
4. Temperature of the hot iron is important (see transfer paper directions on box) 

5. You must press hard and for long enough - 30 seconds I believe I used - with a normal iron, to make a good transfer. 

6. I have such a shirt that has survived 6 washings and still looks good.
